Island outbreak.The Island is also known as the Pi-
rate Castle Island as it was a base for pirates. The
castle has been restored,and at night is dramatically
backlit providing a breathtaking sight from the co-
ast. It is especially popular with tourists as it is very.
atmospheric.

PORT MARINA

Ku adas Gulf widens towards the South towards the beaches and gulfs of the Aegean.

Ku adas Gulfalways has ships, yachtsand cruise
ships passing through.Historical places,natural
beauties,old fashioned narrow streets for shop-
ping, the temperate climate and the cultural aci-
lities contribute to the vivacity of this cosmopo-
litan city.

Ku adas port is one of the most important components of local tourism.It is serviced by two
wharves respectively 264 and 255 meters long and has the capacity of ship acceptance of 2400
ships per year.The port serves Cruise ships and other boats.The arrival of these ships is an indis-
pensable part of Kusadasi s tourism as the ships bring day trippers, and creates a most impor-
tant share to the economical activities in the county.

There are also several nightclubs where you can
dance till dawn.

LadiesSea andisnow called LadiesBe-
ach This title comes from the period when
women and men didn t have sea bathing
together at the same time and the beach
was reserved for ladies. Nowadays this pla-
ce is lled with topless sunbathers!Ladies
Beach is the most popular beach and is
bordered by a palm lined boardwalk whi-
chrunsalongit stop perimeter.

Ku adas has 30 kilometres of sandy beaches.Some of the well known beaches are:
Tusan Beach,Ku tur Beach (Pygale Beach): On the way to Sel uk just 6 kms distance.
Palmiye Plaji The Public Beach: Located in the town centre.

Pigeon Island Beach: A private beach around the island.

Y lanc burnu Beach: A beach at the back part of the Pigeon Island.

Dilek National Park Beaches: Beaches located in 30 kms southwest of Ku adas .
Long Beach: Located 6 kms South of Ku adas with miles of golden sands.
